 State Legislative Options:

◦ Take action within 30 days or 6 session day period, from the 
point Treasury officially informs the governor, to prevent an 
automatic proration

◦ Appropriate General Fund dollars, including the use of the 
Stabilization Fund, to cover the School Aid Fund shortfall

◦ UPDATE: No action has occurred yet

◦ State is requesting financial assistance from the Federal

◦ Impact to WSD is a loss of $5.7 million between now 

and June 30th (unable to adjust before year end)

◦ This structural shortfall carries on indefinitely until 
the economy recovers, legislative action occurs at the 
state and federal level, and/or reductions are 
implemented   

 Due to the severity of the situation a special 
Revenue Estimating Conference will be held in 
August to reassess the revenue numbers

 Current information from the state is limited at 
this time as the economy is just now beginning to 
reopen, so the full impact is unknown
